This huge rocks were created of sandstone. In their form they resemble 

sitting figures. 

 According to the legend three beautiful noble girls lived in the 

OdrzykoŒ castle one day. They were famous for their beauty as well as 

for the laziness. They preferred dancing and singing to any work.  

As they grew up they fell in love with three young soldiers. The 

engagements were announced. But the fianc®s had to leave for a war 

soon and they asked the three girls to weave a piece of cloth for each of 

them to take for a long expedition. The girls agreed but, having no 

experience in work, they still danced and sang not thinking about the 

task.  

The day before the fianc®s were to leave for the war, on Saturday, the 

girls realized they have to hurry up! They started weaving. They worked 

all day, all night and still did not finish. When Sunday started the girls 

were still working! On Sunday, the holy day!  

When the three soldiers came to see the girls they could not find them. 

They just saw three big rocks in which they recognized the weaving 

girls! They realized that the girls were turned into rocks when the 

Sunday service started because they sinned working on that dayé
